Best of Show and $250 was awarded to Ca-
sey Smith; honorable mentions and $50 went
to Elizabeth Kirby, Lisa Reinauer, and Teresa
Johnson.

DeFord, in his juror’s statement, said:
“I had a great time looking at the submis-
sions. I was immediately struck by the ‘Past
Existence’ pieces. They seemed to be a dele-
tion of memory or presence in past events. I
felt the powerfully embarrassing cover-up of a
portion of life regretted. The ‘Nourishment
Series’ has a similar anonymity. The carton
feels stripped of its outward identity; left with
only the essential shape. ‘Collar I’ was so ter-
ribly mysterious that I kept going back to it.
Why paint a lace collar onto tar paper? I don’t
know, but I couldn’t look away. The communi-
cation from air to floor that I felt in ‘Falling
Thoughts’ seemed to connote either the des-
perate emptying of the mind, or the waterfall-
like force of learning from one who has been
there before. All together, I felt the submis-
sions showed a wide array of talent and abil-
ity. I'm glad so many participated, and I wish
the gallery could have fitted more.”

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Fountain Update

Perhaps you remember that our
organization has been in the process of
moving our Shing Snead Memorial Fountain
from the Civic Center grounds to the grounds
of the Central School Arts and Humanities
Center. Well it is done! It will be dedicated
December 9 at 5:30, by the Friends of Central
School.

In 1968 David Parsons, then head of the
Sculpture Department at Rice University,
designed this fountain in memory of our first
president and acknowledged founder, Shing
Snead. Art Associates donated the fountain to
the city and the city installed it on the
southwest corner of the Civic Center grounds
where it stayed for 41 years. Last year, due to
the Lake Front Development project, the city
planned another use for the space where the
fountain was located and asked us if we would
move it to Central School. It has found its
new home, in the corner by the northern
entrance to the building!
