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B oth artist and musician? Yes, Tony Green
is that. According to Tom McDermott,
http://tonygreen.net/, it’s not uncommon for
creative people to have more than one outlet
for their muse. Tony Green, born in Italy and
raised in Algiers Louisiana, is well known as a
painter and recently as a musician as well. His
paintings have been shown in exhibitions
across the US and Europe. He has played the
New Orleans Jazz Fest numerous times, and
tours Europe with his guitar trio.

Tony currently spends his time in both
Louisiana and Italy, where he has a studio in
Venice. His paintings reflect the culture of
Louisiana and the beauty of Italian landscapes
and architecture. His music is influenced by
his personal idol, Django Reinhardt, the Bel-
gian gypsy jazz musician. In fact, Tony named
his band Gypsy Jazz. Their repertoire ranges
from Portuguese fado to East European

Gypsy.

Green’s work can be seen at many dozens
of places in New Orleans. His larger-than-life
murals decorate a Holiday Inn, the Rock ‘n
Bowl on Carrollton, Canal Street buildings,
and Isidore Newman School; his Mardi Gras
and festival posters are a hit everywhere; and
his scenes of quaint New Orleans neighbor-
hoods, captured on the spot when he sets up
his easel on street corners, are much desired.
His studio occupies two stories of an historic
French Quarter building. He explains, “I don’t
usually do galleries, so people come here and
have an incredible selection of things to look
